Folklore
Famagusta also boasts myriad myths and legends borrowed from different 
cultures or originating from the soil.  The Turkish Cypriot culture also 
incorporates a great diversity of folk dances with various influences.

Cuisine
North Cyprus cuisine is quite varied, with many dishes featuring meat and 
vegetables to encompass the healthy Mediterranean diet. The local cuisine 
is an extension of the locals’ hospitality.

International Famagusta
Art & Culture Festival
The festival takes place during July and includes a line-up of everything 
from classical and jazz to hip-hop, modern rock and reggae, performed by 
international and local artists.

Throughout the year, theatrical performances are held at the EMU Cultural 
and Congress Center and the Municipality Theater. Some theater shows are 
performed at Othello Castle and Salamis Antique Theater.
